1. The 802.18 Chair (Chair) called the meeting to order at 13:03 PT.
2. Chair presents slides from initial draft of EC-18/0133r00
a. https://mentor.ieee.org/802-ec/dcn/18/ec-18-0133-00-00EC-how-can-ieee-802-get-to-a-single-voice-for-6ghz-band.pptx 
3. Primary purpose why the Ad Hoc was called: 
The FCC NPRM on 6 GHz may come out later in the year and possibly as soon as September. Therefore there is a requirement for IEEE 802 to speak with one voice on this and whether IEEE 802 should respond formally to this NPRM or not.

4. Slides for EC-18/0133 were discussed. 
C: It's not just IEEE 802 that is looking at this. 3GPP is also looking at this, possibly

for both licensed and unlicensed operation.

C: Additionally, IEEE 802.15.4 is already using the band

There is an 11ax discussion about the 802.19 co-ex doc during Wednesday AM1 this

week.

C: Does IEEE BTS have a story here?

A: Yes, satellite broadcast. However, they should also be considered from an IEEE point

of view.

5. Regarding slide #4, there is a 4th solution which is a single position from IEEE 802. This is the preferred outcome from 802.18.

a. We have consensus on a plan to have all IEEE 802 technologies use the band together. 

6. Slides #6 onwards will form the input to another form of meeting to discuss in

detail.

A couple of points brought out.

7. IEEE 802 has to deal with unlicensed issues, whilst regulators are rightly concerned about licensed.

8. Perhaps IEEE 802.18 and 802.19 should work together. Although, IEEE 802.18 may not have anything to do until the FCC NPRM comes out.

9. The coexistence 11ax discussions must continue this week, to keep as many people as possible in the loop.

10. Therefore IEEE 802.19 should drive this (coexistence) forward for the time being.

11. Next steps :
1. 802.19/802.11ax, will work through the 802.11ax coexistence document through the process so it is updated, passes 802.19 and can be in an upcoming 802.11ax letter ballot.   (802.18 will stay involved). The next meeting will be this week Wednesday AM1 in P802.11ax.
2. Once the 802.11ax coexistence document is finished up, this will start next phase of defining the voice from IEEE 802 as a whole, that can be used on the NPRM. 
· Until the NPRM actually comes out, we will not be sure what is in it exactly to know just how to do final comments, assuming we have a direction on voice from 802.
3. Timing update.  Until the NPRM is published in the Federal Register, no way to speculate very close the date comments will be due.  First word on the street NPRM could be seen as soon as September.  (After the meeting, new feedback is it may be the FCC open meeting in October when we will see the NPRM).
