Unless otherwise stated, none of the rules or requirements in this Operations Manual (OM) may
be suspended by vote of the SsonarlbLE 802 L MSC as would otherwise be allowed by Robert's
Rules of Order Newly Revised (latest edition).

The operation of the IEEE 802 LMSC is subject to regulations contained in a number of
documents, including this OM. The regulating documents are identified in the following list and
are given in their order of precedence from highest to lowest. If any two documents in this list
contain conflicting regulations, the conflict shall be resolved in favor of the document of higher
precedence. Note that the IEEE 802 LMSC P&P references other precedence documents.

In order to maintain some consistency of operation, the SponserlEEE 802 EMSC Chair may
maintain a public document to be called the "IEEE 802 LMSC Chair's Guidelines and =€ [EED
802 LMSC policy decisions". This document will give the reader a hint at how the Spensor[EEE
802 LMSC Chair will be expected to deal with situations described therein. This is considered
useful for recurring situations and to avoid management which appears to be capricious. The
scope of the document is to be limited to matters of decision that are within the powers of the
SpenserlEEE 802 LMSC Chair or to record selected policy decisions decided by a vote of the
Spoensor]EEE 802 LMSC.

3. IEEE 802 LMSC organization

4.1 The IEEE 802 LMSC EC

4.1.1 Function

The function of the Spenserl[EEE 802 L MISC is to oversee the operation of the committee-ot
HEEE-862-AM>2X in the following ways:

a) Charter SGsPAR Study Groups, W&Working Groupss, and FAGTechnical Advisory
Groups.

b) Provide procedural and, if necessary, technical guidance to the & Working Groups and
FTAGTechnical Advisory Groups as it relates to their charters.

¢) Oversee W& Working Group and FAG Technical Advisory Group operations to ensure
that it is within the scope of IEEE 802 LMSC, and its established charter.

d) Examine and approve W& Waorking Croup draft standards for SpenserStandards
Association ballot and submission to RevCom, and for conformance with the approved
Project Authorizatidn®Reguest (PAR) and Five-Criteria_for Standards Development
(CSD) documents.

e) Consider complaints of VW& \Working Group and TAG Technical Advisory Group.

f) Approve press releases and other external communications.

g) Manage IEEE 802 LMSC logistics, e.g., concurrent & Working Group and
TAGH cehnical Advisory Group meetings, finances, etc.

h) Oversee formation of SpenserStandards Association ballot groups and SpenserStandards
Association ballot process.

4.1.2 Voting rules

All E€IEEE 802 LMSC approvals on motions to progress or establish a project or sty
egroupP AR Study Group require explicit vote counts (Yes/No/Abstain) to be reported by the
originating subgroup.

At times, it may become necessary for the SponsorlEEE 802 LMSC to render a decision that
cannot be made prior to the close of one plenary but must be made prior to the opening of the
following plenary. Such decisions may be made using electronic balloting. Provision shall be
made for the participants in IEEE 802 LMSC membershipactivities to observe and comment on
Spenser[EEE 802 LMSC electronic ballots. All comments from those who are not mVoting
Members of the SpenserlEEE 802 L MSC shall be considered. Commenters who are not Voting
Msembers of the SponserlEEE 802 L MSC are urged to seek a Voting Member of the
SpenserlEEE 802 LMSC (normally their W& Working Group ot A& &ehnicdl Advisory Group
Chair) to include the viewpoint of the commenter in their vote.

The SponserlEEE 802 L MSC Chair, or a Spenser] EEE §02 L MSC member designated by the
SponsorlHEE 802 LMSC Chair (usually a Vice Chair), shall determine the duration of the ballot,
issue the ballot by e-mail and tally the votes after the ballot is closed. Sponserl EEE 802 LMSC
Voting Members shall return their vote and comments by e-mail.

The minimum duration of an electronic ballot shall be 10 days®. For urgent matters once
sufficient response is received to clearly decide a matter, the ballot may be closed early. This
allows a decision to be reached in less than 10 days. Ballots where the possibility of an early

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close exists must be clearly marked accordingly. Otherwise, the tally of votes shall not be made
until at least 24 hours after the close of the ballot to allow time for delivery of the e-mail votes.

If at the end of the ballot insufficient votes have been received to pass the ballot, the ballot fails.
The motion and tally of any email votes since the last meeting shall be
included in the minutes of the next meeting.

4.1.3 Meetings

meetings are open to observers. However, some meetings may occur in
Executive, as described in the “Executive Session” subclause of the IEEE Project 802 LMSC
Policies and Procedures. An open discussion or acknowledgement of a request to participate in a
\ particular discussion is determined by the Chair.

At the discretion of the
Chair, between plenary sessions, meetings via electronic means may be scheduled.

4.1.4 Procedure for limiting the length of the IEEE 802 sponsor meetings

\ a) The reports from the s and s should
deal primarily with issues related to IEEE 802 LMSC as a whole or inter-group
coordination. Reports of those items that will be covered in the plenary meeting should be
minimized.

b) The maker of the motion, after the motion has been seconded, has up to five minutes to
explain the motion and to answer questions about it.

\ ¢) Each member has two minutes of uninterrupted time to state an
opinion about the motion. It is not necessary that all two minutes be used.

d) The opening meeting shall start at 8:00 a.m. and end no later
than 10:30 a.m. on Monday morning and the closing meeting
shall start at 1:00 p.m. and shall end no later than 6:00 p.m. on Friday of the plenary
session.

e) Ifthe so modifies a ’s motion that the

Chair believes the membership may no longer
support the revised motion then the should be given the opportunity
to reconsider what action it wishes to take and present it to the
at the next meeting. This action can be accomplished by a
Privileged Non-debatable “Request to Defer Action” made by the affected

Chair which will automatically cause all action on the motion to be deferred until

the next regular meeting.

Group shall be directed to the chair of the hibernating ¢ Working Group. The chair shall
attempt to resolve the inquiry using the core of experts, as necessary. If the chair is unable to
resolve the inquiry, the chair may petition the Sponsor[EEE 802 LMSC to reactivate the
WGWorking Group.

4.3 Study-groupPAR Study Groups
4.3.1 PAR Study group operation

Unless otherwise stated, PAR Studv Greupin thiS document refers to any PAR Study Group
whether formed as a subgreip@fIEEE802 . MSC (Standards Committee PAR Study Group) or

as a subgroup of a Working Group or Teehnical Advisory Group (Working Group PAR Study

Group).

Progress of each PAR Study Group shall be presented at the closing Spenserl EEE 802 LMSC
meeting of each [EEE 802 LMSC plenary session by the appropriate & Working Group,
FAGTechnical AdvisoryiGroup, or EESGStandards Committee PAR Study Group Chair.. PAR
Study Groups may elect officers other than the Chair, if necessary. Because of the limited time
duration of a PAR Study Group, no letter ballots are permitted.

The election of anE€56G Standards Committee PAR Study Group Vice Chair is subject to
confirmation by the Spenser[EEE 802 LMSC,

4.3.2 Voting at sPAR Study gGroup meetings

Any person attending a Study-GroupP AR Study Group meeting may vote on all motions
(including recommending approval of a PAR). A vote is carried by 75% of those present and
voting Approve or Disapprove.

4.4 Industry connections activity operations
The Industry Connections Activity shall operate either as

* asubgroup of the Working Group to which the SponsesliiE 802 [ MEC delegates the

Approval of the subgroup requires a majority vote, as indicated in “Actions requiring approval
by a majority vote” subclause (7.1.1) of the IEEE 802 LMSC Policies and Procedures.

5. IEEE 802 LMSC sessions

There is no membership requirement for attendance at an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session or an
interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup; they are open forums. However, anyone who
attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session or
an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup is obligated to comply with the registration
requirements for the session.
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For the purposes of this OM, a technical meeting is defined as, but is not limited to, any meeting
of a IEEE 802 LMSC , ,

, any of their subgroups, or any call for interest at an IEEE 802
LMSC session.

All active IEEE 802 s shall meet face-to-face during each IEEE 802 Plenary
session. All meetings shall only be face-to-face, electronic meetings are not
allowed. Additionally, IEEE 802 s are allowed to have electronic

meetings to make decisions between meetings, but such meetings do not count for participation
credit.

The Chair may designate specific individual experts who are allowed to
participate in discussions via electronic means during a face-to-face meeting
for the benefit of the group. These individuals are not considered to be attending the meeting and
so they are not required to pay meeting fees and they do not get participation credit. The
participation of these individuals should be limited to specific technical topics. Such participation
shall be documented in the minutes of the meeting.

5.1 Plenary sessions

Plenary sessions are the primary LMSC sessions. All active IEEE 802 LMSC
s hold their plenary sessions during IEEE 802 LMSC plenary sessions.

IEEE 802 LMSC may collect fees, usually a registration fee, from all attendees of any portion of
any technical meeting that is a part of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session to cover the expenses
of the plenary session and the expenses of operating IEEE 802 LMSC.

5.1.1 IEEE 802 LMSC plenary

The IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session consists of optional IEEE 802 LMSC plenary meetings,
meetings, and meetings. The plenary session may

also offer tutorial programs. If tutorials are offered on Monday, other meetings of IEEE 802
LMSC subgroups shall not be scheduled to overlap with the time of the tutorial programs. The
plenary meeting is a meeting of individuals interested in local and metropolitan area network
standards. The function of the plenary meeting is information dissemination. The

Chair sets the agenda for IEEE 802 LMSC plenary meetings and may chose not to
hold the meeting if there are no items for the agenda.

Each , , and
Chair shall provide a status report to the Recording Secretary no later than one
week after the conclusion of the closing meeting. This status report shall

include a description of the progress made during the week, as well as plans for further work and
future meetings. The Recording Secretary shall post these status reports on the IEEE 802 LMSC
web page no later than two weeks after the close of the plenary session.

The plenary meeting is conducted by the Chair or a designated
delegate.

5.1.2 IEEE 802 LMSC plenary venue selection
The rules in this subclause may be suspended by 2/3 vote of the
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\ The Executive Secretary presents proposed plenary venues to the
Proposed plenary venues shall consist of different regions of the world. Each year there shall be
at least one plenary that is both outside the United States and the North American continent.

\ The venue and date for each plenary session shall be approved by the
prior to signing venue-related commitments on behalf of the IEEE 802 LMSC.

Venue contracts are negotiated by the Executive Secretary or an individual selected by the

Executive Secretary and affirmed by the Chair. The venue contract
summary is presented for approval to the . Upon approval of the
, the Executive Secretary submits the venue contract(s) to the

IEEE procurement office to formally execute the contract.

5.2 Interim sessions

In addition to plenary sessions, IEEE 802 LMSC s and

subgroup may hold interim sessions. An interim session may be for a single

or subgroup or it may be a joint interim session for any combination of
s, and subgroups.

Interim sessions shall have:

a) Reasonable notification (greater than 30 days) in addition to any announcement given at a
Plenary session, and
b) Few last minute shifts in location (much less than 1 per year).

5.2.1 Interim session hosts

Each interim session and joint interim session shall have a Host. The Host is the entity that is
responsible for the financial and logistical planning, and preparation for and execution of the
session.

An interim session or joint interim session may be hosted by the ,an
IEEE 802 LMSC operating with treasury, several IEEE 8§02 LMSC

s operating with a joint treasury, or a non-IEEE 802 LMSC entity.

s and subgroups not authorized to operate with treasury

shall not host an interim session.

Alternatively, an interim session or joint interim session may be c¢o-hosted (jointly hosted) by

\ any combination of s operating with treasury, s operating
with a joint treasury, and a non-IEEE 802 LMSC entities. Each of the entities co-hosting an
interim session (Co-hosts) shall have approved a written agreement stating the responsibilities
and liabilities of each Co-host and the disposition of any surplus funds before any financial
commitments are made for the co-hosted session."'When an interim session is co-hosted, the term
Host means all of the Co-hosts as a single entity.

The Host may contract with meeting planners and/or other entities to assist it in hosting the
session.

The responsibilities, authorities, and liabilities of a Host are defined in the following list.

a) The Host is solely responsible for the finances and the logistical planning, preparation for
and execution of the session.
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b) The Host will consult and coordinate with the Chair(s) of the (s) or
subgroup(s) participating in the session on the financial and

logistical planning, and preparation for and execution of the session.

¢) The Host is solely responsible for all contracts and agreements that are for goods and/or
services exclusively for the session.

d) The Host is solely responsible for collecting the fees, if any, from attendees and for
paying the session expenses including any penalties.

e) The Host is solely responsible for any session deficit and the disposition of any session
surplus funds.

5.2.2 Interim session fees

The Host of an interim session may collect fees from all attendees of any part of any technical
meeting that is part of the session. The fees, usually a registration fee, shall be used to cover the
direct expenses of the session and, in some cases, may also be used to cover other

operating expenses. The “direct expenses” of a session are those expenses, including
penalties, that are incurred for goods-and/or services that are completely consumed by the
planning, preparation for and/or execution of the session.

Ifa operating with treasury, or several s operating with a
joint treasury, are the Host of an interim or joint interim session, any fees collected from
attendees should be deposited respectively in the treasury or joint treasury. If
several s operating with treasury and/or several groups of

s operating with joint treasury co-host a joint interim session, any fees collected from
attendees should be deposited in the bank account of one of the co-hosting S,
as specified in the co-hosting agreement.

Ifa operating with treasury hosts or co-hosts an interim session for only
itself, or several s operating with a single joint treasury host or co-host a joint
interim session for only themselves, the collected fees, if any, may also be used to cover other
operating expenses of the participating (s).

Ifa operating with treasury hosts or co-hosts a joint interim session for itself
or its subgroups and organization units from other (s), or several

s operating with a joint treasury host or co-host a joint interim session for
themselves or their subgroups and organization units from other s, the
collected fees, if any, may also be used to cover other operating expenses of the hosting

(s) if, and only if, the fees for the session are agreed to by the Chair(s) of all
of the (s) with an organization unit participating in the session. An
“organization unit” of a is defined as the itself or any of
its subgroups.

5.2.3 Interim session financial reporting

A report is not required if the was not the Host of the session and the
following requirements were met:

a) The Host complied with the definition of a host in subclause 5.2.1 of this OM
b) The its subgroups and its officers had no financial responsibility for
the session including any deficit or penalties
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\ c) The its subgroups and its officers did not handle or exercise any
control over any funds either received for the session or disbursed to pay the expenses of
the session including penalties

\ d) The , its subgroups and its officers did not exercise any decision
authority over the disposition of any surplus funds from the session
\ e) The , its subgroups and its officers had no control over or beneficial

interest in any surplus funds from the session

| In all other cases where fees were collected for interim sessions, a shall
prepare and submit all financial reports required by IEEE, IEEE-SA, Computer Society and
| regulations.

| 5.3 Administrative Policies

| The may hold meetings to decide administrative related issues. The
following items are considered to be administrative:

a) Approval of contacts for suppliers or meeting venues.
b) Approval of expenditures

Except as indicated in this subclause, the same rules apply to administrative meetings as to
meetings held to decide standards related issues.

Meetings to consider administrative issues shall be announced at least 1 week in advance.

5.4 Registration policy

In order for an individual to become registered for a given IEEE 802 LMSC plenary or interim
session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup, the individual shall:

a) Have complied with the registration requirements for all previously attended IEEE 802
LMSC plenary sessions and interim sessions of IEEE 802 LMSC subgroups, including
payment of any required registration fees, and

b) Have completed a valid registration for the session in question, including payment of any
required registration fee.

An individual who attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC
plenary session or an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup is obligated to comply
with the registration requirements for that session.

An individual who attends any portion of a technical meeting that is part of an IEEE 802 LMSC
plenary session or an interim session of an IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup but does not comply with
the registration requirements for that session, and further has not complied with those
requirements within 60 days after the end of the session, including payment of any required
registration fees, shall be subject to the following sanctions:

1. No participation credit will be granted for said session.

ii. Any participation credit acquired before said session toward membership in any IEEE
802 LMSC group is revoked.

iii. Membership in any IEEE 802 LMSC group is terminated.
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iv. No participation credit will be granted for attendance at any subsequent IEEE 802 LMSC
session until the individual has complied with the registration requirements for all
previously attended IEEE 802 LMSC sessions by the start of said subsequent session.

An individual who has lost membership in an IEEE 802 LMSC group due to failure to comply
with the registration requirements for an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary or interim session of an IEEE
802 LMSC subgroup may again earn membership in an IEEE 802 LMSC group as follows:

First, comply with the registration requirements for all IEEE 802 LMSC plenary and interim
sessions previously attended by the individual. An individual may not be granted membership in
any IEEE 802 LMSC group until this requirement is fulfilled.

Second, acquire the participation credit required for group membership as required for an
individual that had never previously attended an IEEE 802 LMSC session.

The interpretation and implementation of the registration policy for IEEE 802 LMSC plenary
sessions and IEEE 802 LMSC hosted interim sessions shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer
and the Executive Secretary. The interpretation and implementation of the registration policy for
interim sessions of IEEE 802 LMSC subgroups not hosted by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be the
responsibility of the Chair and Treasurer (if any) of the IEEE 802 LMSC subgroup(s) holding the
session.

6. Vote

6.1 Voting guidance

It is expected that members will vote as both professionals and as
individual experts, except under the Directed Position provisions, as defined in 6.2, and not as a
member of any affiliate block (organization, alliance, company, consortium, special interest
group, etc.). If substantive evidence is presented to the Chair that this
provision is violated, the will meet to consider what, if any, action to
take on the presented evidence up to and including suspension of the

members’ voting rights and/or removal from office.

6.2 Procedure for establishing a directed position

Members of the have a responsibility to act in the best interest of the

IEEE 802 LMSC as a whole. Chairs have a responsibility to represent their
s on the . At times these responsibilities are in

conflict with each other.

Decisions of a may be of such a nature that the

members deem it necessary to “direct” the Chair to vote a specific way on

motions related to a decision. When directed,
through the process described below, the Chair shall vote as mandated by
the resolution for the specified subject on any formal vote(s) in the

. It would be anticipated that the use of a directed (i.e., instructed) vote
is an exceptional situation and hence used infrequently, e.g., critical PAR votes, formation of
‘ new s and S.
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W& Working Group developed positions are not to be considered as automatic Directed
Positions. After a W& Working Group motion has been passed that establishes the W& Working
Group’s position, a separate Directed Position (75% required to pass) motion is required to make
that W& Working Group position a Directed Position. A Directed Position motion applies only to
a specific, bounded, W& Working Group issue that is to be brought before the Sponsor[EEE 802
[LMSC. Directed Position motions may not be combined, nor may any procedure be adopted that
diminishes the extraordinary nature of establishing a Directed Position.

The W& Working Group Chair, however, has the freedom to express other views in an attempt to
persuade members of the Spensor[EEE 802 L MSC to consider them, however, such views shall
be identified as distinct from and not the formal & Working Group Directed Position. The

W& Working Group Chair is required to-disclose to the ¥ Working Group *-Chair's intent to
offer a position contrary to a Directed Position. When presenting a Directed Position to the
SpensorEEE 802 LMSC, the W Warking Group Chair is obligated to present and support the
W& Working Group’s Directed Position motion with voting results, along with pros and cons
behind the motion.

6.3 Delegation of WGV arking Group Chair duties to WGWorking Group Vice
Chair

A WS Working Group Chair who is unable to attend a SpenserlEEE 802 LMSC meeting may
designate, by notification to the Sponserl[EEE 802 L MISC Chair, a Vice Chair of that
W Working Group to act in place of the W& Working Group Chair.

In the absence of a ‘W& Working Group Chair at a SpenserlEEE 802 LMSC meeting without
prior notification, the SponsorlEEE 802 LMSC Chair should recognize a Vice Chair of that
W& Working Group to act in place of the W& Working Group Chair.

Regardless of the above no individual may exercise more than one vote at Spoensorl EEE 802
LMSC meetings.

7. Public statements for standards

All public statements shall comply with “Statements to external bodies” of the /EEE-SA
Standards Board Operations Manual.

Incoming liaison letters to Spoenser[EEE 802 L MSC members shall be forwarded to the
Sponserl EEE 802 L MSC Chair and, as applicable, the relevant SponsorlEER 802 L MSC
subgroup chair.

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8. Use of IEEE 802 LMSC funds

The purpose of the IEEE 802 LMSC treasury is to allow the IEEE 802 LMSC to collect and
disburse funds for activities that are appropriate to the orderly development of IEEE 802 LMSC
standards. Use of such funds includes:

The primary source of funds for the IEEE 802 LMSC is the registration fees collected from
attendees of IEEE 802 LMSC hosted sessions.

Specific policies regarding the treasury are as follows:

a) The IEEE 802 LMSC shall open and maintain an IEEE 802 LMSC bank account that will
be administered by the Treasurer.

b) The IEEE 802 LMSC may open merchant accounts as required for the processing of
credit card charges. Such accounts shall be administered by the Treasurer.

c) All funds received by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be promptly deposited in the IEEE 802
LMSC bank account. All funds retained by the IEEE 802 LMSC shall be held in the
IEEE 802 LMSC bank account or, if appropriate, in investments approved by the IEEE.

f) The Treasurer shall strive to maintain an operating reserve (uncommitted funds on hand)
sufficient for paying the worst-case expenses of canceling an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary
session.

| 2) approval of the site for an IEEE 802 LMSC hosted session
constitutes authority for the Treasurer to pay all ordinary expenses for that session and
any extraordinary expenses presented as part of the meeting site proposal.

opening meeting of an IEEE 802 LMSC plenary session. The

submittal message should include Internet links to the required submittal documents. Presence
of the submittal message in the reflector archive (with time stamp) is evidence of delivery.

Approval of the PAR by the is contingent on inclusion of accepted
responses describing how the proposed PAR meets the CSD. PARs that which introduce no new
functionality are exempt from the requirement to provide a CSD statement. Examples of such
PARs are: Protocol Implementation Conformance Statements (PICS), Managed Object
Conformance Statements (MOCS), PARs to correct errors, and PARs to consolidate documents.
Such PAR packages shall provide a statement that the project is not intended to provide any new
functionality.

At the discretion of the Chair, PARs may be submitted in parallel to
NesCom when the Closing meeting date allows the PAR to be
removed from consideration prior to NesCom recommendation to the Standards Board.

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12. Procedure for conditional approval to forward a draft standard

This procedure is to be used when approval to forward a draft standard to sponsor ballot or to
\ RevCom is conditional on successful completion of a Or Sponsor
recirculation ballot, respectively.

Conditional approval is only appropriate when ballot resolution efforts have been substantially
completed and the approval ratio is sufficient. "Substantially complete" is when there is a very
low likelihood of receiving valid new Disapprove comment(s)/vote(s) upon the next recirculation
ballot. If the requirements for conditional approval have not been met at end of that recirculation
ballot, then one subsequent recirculation ballot may be conducted in an attempt to meet the
conditional approval conditions. If the conditions are not met by the subsequent recirculation
ballot, the conditional approval terminates. Conditional approval expires at the opening of the
next plenary.

Agenda Items and motions requesting conditional approval to forward when the prior ballot has
closed shall be accompanied by:

* Date the ballot closed
* Vote tally including Approve, Disapprove and Abstain votes
‘ * Comments that support the remaining disapprove votes and
responses.
* Schedule for recirculation ballot and resolution meeting.

Where a voter has accepted some comment resolutions and rejected others, only the comments of
which the voter has not accepted resolution should be presented.

When conditional forwarding to sponsor ballot has been approved, the conditions shall be met
before initiating sponsor ballot. When conditional forwarding to RevCom has been approved by

‘ the , the submittal may be forwarded to RevCom before the conditions
have been fulfilled in order to meet the submittal requirements for the next RevCom meeting.
However, the submittal shall be withdrawn from the RevCom agenda if the conditions have not
been met one week before the RevCom meeting.

Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard should be in conformance with IEEE Std 802, IEEE
802.1AC, and IEEE 802.1Q. If any variances in conformance emerge, they shall be thoroughly
disclosed and reviewed with IEEE 802.1 prior to submitting a PAR to the

a) Will the proposed standard comply with IEEE Std 802, IEEE Std 802.1AC and IEEE Std
802.1Q?
\ b) Ifthe answer to a) is no, supply the response from the IEEE 802.1

The review and response is not required if the proposed standard is an amendment or revision to
an existing standard for which it has been previously determined that compliance with the above
IEEE 802 standards is not possible. In this case, the CSD statement shall state that this is the
case.

14.2.3 Distinct Identity
Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence of a distinct identity. Identify

standards and standards projects with similar scopes and for each one describe why the proposed
project is substantially different.

14.2.4 Technical Feasibility

Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence that the project is technically
feasible within the time frame of the project. At a minimum, address the following items to
demonstrate technical feasibility:

a) Demonstrated system feasibility.
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b) Proven similar technology via testing, modeling, simulation, etc.

14.2.5 Economic Feasibility

Each proposed IEEE 802 LMSC standard shall provide evidence of economic feasibility.
Demonstrate, as far as can reasonably be estimated, the economic feasibility of the proposed
project for its intended applications. Among the areas that may be addressed in the cost for
performance analysis are the following:

a) Balanced costs (infrastructure versus attached stations).

b) Known cost factors.

¢) Consideration of installation costs.

d) Consideration of operational costs (e.g., energy consumption).
e) Other areas, as appropriate.

' 15. Financial operations

A Working Group may wish or need to conduct financial operations in order for it to host interim
sessions for itself or one or more of its sub groups or to acquire goods and/or services that it
requires for its operation.

A Working Group that claims any beneficial interest in or control over any funds or financial
accounts whose aggregate value is $500 or more is determined to have a treasury and said to be
“operating with treasury’.

A Working Group may operate with treasury only if it requests permission and is granted
permission by the to operate with treasury and thereafter complies with
the rules of this subclause. The Working Group request to operate with treasury shall be
supported by a motion that has been approved by the Working Group. The Working Group may,
again by Working Group approved motion, surrender granted
permission to operate with treasury.

A Working Group subgroup shall not operate with treasury.

15.1 Working Group financial operation with treasury

The financial operations of a Working Group operating with treasury shall comply with the
following rules.

a) The Working Group shall conduct its financial operations in compliance with all IEEE,
IEEE SA, and IEEE Computer Society rules that are applicable to the financial operations
of standards committees. As of January 2005, the documents containing these rules
include, but are not limited to, the following:

The Treasurer shall be notified within 30
days of each merchant account, account number, and account title when the account is
opened and whenever any of these items change.

f) All funds collected and/or received by a Working Group shall be deposited in the
Working Group bank account.

g) All funds retained by a Working Group shall be held in the Working Group bank account
or in IEEE approved investments.

h) The Working Group may disburse and/or retain funds as appropriate to pay approved
expenses and maintain an approved operating reserve.

1) Signature authority for any Working Group financial account is restricted to those IEEE,
IEEE SA, and Computer Society officers and/or staff that are required to have signature
authority by IEEE, IEEE SA, and Computer Society regulations; to

\ Two or more Working Groups with the approval of the may operate
with a single joint treasury. Working Groups that operate with a joint treasury shall have no other
treasury. The merger of separate Working Group treasuries into a joint treasury or the splitting of

a joint treasury into separate Working Group treasuries requires approval of the

. Each such action shall be supported by a motion from each of the involved Working
Groups that requests the action and that has been approved by the Working Group.

The operation of a joint treasury is subject to the same rules as a Working Group operating with
treasury with the following exception: The Executive Committee overseeing the joint treasury
shall be a Joint Executive Committee that is the union of the Executive Committees of the
Working Groups operating with the joint treasury. The Chair of the Joint
shall be selected by the Joint Executive Committee and shall be the Chair of one of
the participating Working Groups.

17. Revision of the IEEE 802 LMSC OM
The IEEE 802 LMSC OM may be revised as follows.

Revisions to the IEEE 802 LMSC OM shall be submitted by a member
to the no less than 30 day in advance of a

ote to approve them. The member proposing the revision may
modify the proposed revision during the 30 days prior to a ote (in

response to comments). Insufficient time to consider complex modifications is a valid reason to
vote disapprove. A motion to revise these documents shall require a vote of approve by at least
two thirds of all voting members of the . Votes to approve revisions
shall be taken at a plenary session. If approved, revisions become effective at the end of the
plenary session where the votes were taken.

In some circumstances minor revisions may be made to the IEEE 802 LMSC OM without a
revision ballot. These circumstances are

a) Basic layout/formatting that does not change the meaning of any of the text
b) Correction of spelling and punctuation
¢) Error in implementing approved changes
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All other revisions shall be balloted as described in this subclause. If any voting SponserlEEE
802 LMSC member protests an editorial change of the IEEE 802 LMSC OM within 30 days of

its release (the date of notice on the SpoenserlEEE 802 [ MSC reflector constitutes the release
date), that editorial change will be without effect.
