1. Introduction
In the MGID ad-hoc conference call it was discussed that there is a need to identify the UL polling group by a common identifier. The group concluded that MGID can be used for this purpose besides being used for identification of DL multicast group. However since the two groups can consist of different M2M devices they should be identified independently.
2. MGID Usage for UL group
There is a need to identify a group of M2M devices in the uplink. MGID can be used for this purpose. However the same MGID may not be used for identifying a DL group and a UL group within the same M2M Zone.
