There was some discussion of the P802.22 PAR request, and in particular there was discussion about the insertion of “point-to-point” language in the scope.  The group decided a document should be created for submission to the EC reflector that captures the comments of the group on the language of the scope of the P802.22 PAR.
Assigned input documents
There were three assigned input documents for this PPC meeting. 
Document 802.16-13-0123-02 entitled “D2D Resource Allocation under the Control of BS” was considered and rejected by the PPC group due to non-conformance to the document submission policy.  In particular, the document failed to include a first page cover sheet conforming to the template described in the document submission policy.
Document 802.16-172-01 entitled “Cooperative Transmission Schemes of Base station assisted D2D Communications in Cellular Networks” was considered and rejected by the PPC group as out of scope of the current working group activities.

Document 802.16-171-00 entitled “Schems in D2D Group Communications in Cellular Networks” was considered and rejected by the PPC group as out of scope of the current working group activities.
