IEEE 802.16 Session #92 Opening Plenary Meeting

Monday July 14, 2014, 13:30 – 15:30 hours.

Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 13:38 hours local time.  He welcomed the Working Group to Session #92 of the IEEE 802.16 WG, whereupon he turned to the Working group agenda.
Dr. Roger Marks introduced himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with EthAirNet Associates.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Vice Chair and WG Secretary.  Roger mentioned that Tim Godfrey is the Working Group Treasurer, and welcomed new visitors to the meeting.
The WG Chair demonstrated how to access the online documents for the meeting.  The WG Chair mentioned that we will need to access the Verilan-secure network for access to the LAN and IMAT. 
Membership and Voting
The Working Group Chair explained that at the beginning of this Session there were 9 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the Working Group.  Potential Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members_pot.html>) were also noted.  Members of the WG were advised that they should have a voting token (a rectangle that says “M.16”) appearing on their registration badge.

Roger went through the membership list, and presented the list of members in peril.
Attendance
The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the Working Group depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”).  The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system by following the link <http://attendance.wirelessman.org>.  The attendance webpage contains an “Affiliation” field where each attendee is expected to designate their Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (see reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>).

Attendees were advised that they must record at least 75% of the possible credit hours in the IMAT attendance system in order to ensure “Participation” status for the session.  Attendees were further advised that for this session, there are 24 hours worth of meetings, so 18 hours of attendance are required to reach 75%.

Opening Plenary Agenda

The WG Chair reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #92 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at <http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg92/index.html>.  The Chair requested comments from the Working Group regarding the agenda.  None were received.  Motion (Ching-Tharng / Eunkung) to approve the agenda. at 13:49 h.
The WG Chair noted the online location of the IEEE 802.16 webpage <http://wirelessman.org>, where official information about the IEEE 802.16 Working Group can be found, and the online location where the session meeting schedule and plans for the week are presented.

Minutes of the June 9th Teleconference

The minutes of the June 9th teleconference were presented.  Motion (Jaesun/Eunkyung) to approve the minutes at 13:50 h.  The action items from the teleconference were reviewed.
Minutes of Session #90

The minutes of Session #90 in Beijing were not approved.

Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

The WG Chair displayed and presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0573-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Administrative Report.

The WG Chair explained legal and administrative information regarding IEEE 802.16 for Disclosure of Affiliation, the Ethics policy, Patents, and Copyrights. This information is also found at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/legal.html>.  The WG Chair presented each of the Patent Policy slides for Standards Development Meetings, found at the link <https://development.standards.ieee.org/myproject/Public/mytools/mob/slideset.pdf>.  The WG Chair instructed the WG Secretary to record in the minutes that slides 0-4 were shown, and that an opportunity was given to the attendants to respond, and that no response was provided.

The WG Chair explained that contributions must conform to the contribution procedures described at the link <http://WirelessMan.org/submit.html>, and that submittals that violate these procedures would not be accepted.   

Schedule for the Week
The WG Chair noted the timeslots for Working Group activities for the week.  It was suggested that some timeslots currently assigned to 802.16.3 and 802.16r might become available for other purposes later in the week.

802 Tutorials
The WG Chair noted the three 802 tutorials taking place on Monday evening.  He also mentioned an 802.24 tutorial on the “Nuts and Bolts of Internet of Things” on Tuesday evening, and an Emerging Applications Birds of a Feather immediately following the Wednesday social.
802 Project Authorization Requests
The WG Chair noted the group has an opportunity to comment on the current PARs under consideration.  Any comments are due by 5 pm tomorrow.  There was no interest to submit comments on behalf of the working group.
Additional 802 Issues
The WG Chair presented a list of eight 802 PARs under consideration during this session and encouraged the group to participate in their review.  The WG Chair also presented the proposed rules changes for working groups, including changes affecting WG electronic meetings.  
There will be a Birds of a Feather meeting on Tuesday as a followup to the IEEE 802 Tutorial on Wireless SDN in Access and Backhaul.  Tim Godfrey presented an update on an 802.24 proposal regarding smart grid activities.  

The 802 EC meeting report was presented, including an anticipated request for conditional approval of a P802.16q draft to go to sponsor ballot.
Review of Prior Session Report

Roger presented the report of the prior session, which is posted online at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg89/report.html>.
802.16 Working Group officer elections

The WG Chair described the process to be followed for officer elections.  There is one declared candidate for Working Group Chair, and one declared candidate for Working Group Vice-Chair.  An electronic version of the paper election ballot was presented.  The elections process requires a paper ballot.  Tim Godfrey volunteered to be the elections administrator.  Each voting member received a paper ballot.

For the Chair position, Roger Marks was the declared candidate.  Opportunity was given for additional candidate declarations.  None were received.  Roger gave a short statement in support of his candidacy, and left the room to give opportunity for group discussion.

Subsequently, for the Vice-Chair position, Harry Bims was the declared candidate.  Opportunity was given for additional candidate declarations.  None were received.  Harry left the room to give opportunity for group discussion.

Subsequently, the paper ballots were collected by the election administrator, and the votes were tallied.  The election results were:  Roger Marks as WG Chair with a unanimous vote of 6/0/0, and Harry Bims as WG Vice-Chair with a unanimous vote of 6/0/0.
Subgroup Status
Project P802.16q Opening Report:
P802.16q Chair Harry Bims presented the results of Letter Ballot #39, and there were 66 comments received, and collected in a Commentary database.  These comments will be resolved this week.  Also, there are 3 input contributions that will be discussed.  He also anticipated that the group would discuss whether it would need additional time slots at its first meeting for the week.  
Project P802.16r Opening Report:
P802.16r Chair Ching-Tarng Hsieh presented an opening report, and discussed the schedule for the week, including a discussion of a possible withdrawal or transfer of the PAR.  
Project P802.16.3 Opening Report:
P802.16.3 Acting Chair Roger Marks mentioned a teleconference was held in June, and another teleconference is scheduled for July 31.  The participants mentioned they would not be able to participate in the meeting timeslots of this week.  The schedule for P802.16.3 was adjusted to cancel the AM1 timeslot for Wednesday and Thursday.
ITU-R Liaison Group Opening Report:
ITU-R Liaison Acting Chair Roger Marks reported that several laison statements were received.  Due to their technical nature, it may not be possible to respond during this session, and a followup teleconference may need to be scheduled.
Wireless SDN BOF

Roger mentioned that he will be giving a presentation to 802.15 during their Birds of a Feather meeting.
Handling of unassigned documents

There are no unassigned documents.
Project schedules

P802.16q, P802.16r, and P802.16.3 to review their scheduling needs for the week and make adjustments accordingly.

Consideration of 802.16 Project Transfers

The WG Chair presented a draft presentation Document 38, regarding consideration of 802.16 project transfers. This will be presented to 802.15. The group made edits to this document, and authorized Roger to make this presentation to 802.15 on behalf of 802.16.
Future Sessions
The WG Chair reviewed the schedule of future 802.16 sessions.  The group plans to forgo Session #95.

Opening

802.24 Task Group Formation

Tim presented Document IEEE 802.16-0062-00-Gcon, the Treasurer’s Report.  He mentioned that the 802.24 TAG will have its scope expanded this week to become the Vertical Applications TAG, of which the Smart Grid application will be the first.
The scope of 802.24 is to oversee liaison activities, act as a point of contact for questions regarding the use of 802 standards, develop white papers, guidelines, presentations and other documents that do not require a PAR, act as a resource and knowledge base, and identify technology gaps in supporting vertical applications.

Motion (13:58 h):  The IEEE 80216 WG supports the formation of the Smart Grid Task Group with the scope defined in 24-14-0015-03-0000-smart-grid-tg-scope.  IEEE 80.16 WG has identified the following topics that are of interest to the WG:

· Utility Backhaul Networks

· High Reliability Field Area Networks and M2M

· Multi-Tier Networks

The motion was approved by a vote of 5/0/0.
P802.1AC Ballot

802.16 has been solicited for its input on the ballot.  The WG Chair has requested assistance from the WG in formulating a response.

The WG Chair gave a report on the activities of the BOF.
P802.16r Closing Report:

P802.16r Acting Chair Ching-Tarng Hsieh reviewed the activities of the week.  The project decided not to withdraw the PAR in this meeting, but to modify the PAR.  The discussion concluded with a request to issue a Call for Contributions for Session #94 to solicit input towards the Architecture and Requirements Document and possible PAR modification.

ITU-R Liaison

The Acting Chair presented that we reviewed 4 liaison statements from WP 5D.  
Motion (14:51 h):  To approve 802.18-14-0046-02.

Discussion.  There was group discussion.
The motion was approved by a vote of 5/0/0.

P802.16q Closing Report:

P802.16q Chair Harry Bims presented Document IEEE 802.16-13-0063-01-Gdoc, the “Session #92 – P802.16q Closing Plenary Report”.

Harry presented the P802.16q summary of activities for the week, the results of comment resolution, the results of discussion of input contributions, and activities following Session #92, including creating a D2 draft, initiating a recirculation, and request from the Working Group to request Conditional Approval from the EC.
Motion (14:51 h):  To generate WG Draft P802.16q/D2 based on Draft P802.16q/D1, and the comment resolutions in “IEEE 802.16-14-0042-04-000q” and to initiate a Letter Ballot Recirculation on that draft with a starting date of approximately August 1.
Moved by  Harry Bims, Seconded by Eunkyung Kim.
Discussion.  There was group discussion.
The motion was approved by a vote of 5/0/0.
Motion (14:52 h):  To request Conditional Approval from the EC to forward the P802.16q draft to Sponsor Ballot.

Moved by  Harry Bims, Seconded by Jaesun Cha.
Discussion.  There was group discussion.
The motion was approved by a vote of 5/0/0.
Motion (14:52 h):  To authorize P802.16q teleconferences, with at least 30 days notice, to conduct Letter Ballot #39 Recirculation comment resolution, revise drafts accordingly, and initiate further draft recirculation accordingly, with notified dates of August 26th and September 23rd.
Moved by Harry Bims, seconded by Jaesun Cha.

Discussion:  There was none.

The motion was approved by a vote of 5/0/0.
P802.16.3 Closing Report:

P802.16.3 Acting Chair Roger Marks gave an update.  There was one contribution from Mr. Shrage (“Discussion and Questions on IEEE 802.16-12-0682-03-03r0”) that was discussed.
The WG Chair made a presentation to IEEE 802.15 proposing their working group take over the development activities of 802.16.3.  The vote of the group was 28 in favor, 0 against, and 25 don’t care.
Motion (15:08 h):  To support a future decision by the 802.15 Working Group to request transfer of the scope of the P802.16.3 project to the 802.15 Working Group.

Moved by Ching-Tarng Hsieh, seconded by Eunkyung Kim.

Discussion:  There was none.

The motion was approved by a vote of 5/0/0.

Project Schedules

The WG project schedules were updated in Document IEEE 802.16-0048-01, and teleconferences were planned.

The WG Chair noted the upcoming sessions currently scheduled.
