IEEE 802.16 Session #94 Opening Plenary Meeting

Monday November 3, 2014, 13:30 – 15:30 hours.

Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 13:36 hours local time.  He welcomed the Working Group to Session #94 of the IEEE 802.16 WG, whereupon he turned to the Working group agenda.

Dr. Roger Marks introduced himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with EthAirNet Associates.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Vice Chair and WG Secretary.  Roger mentioned that Tim Godfrey is the Working Group Treasurer, and welcomed new visitors to the meeting.

The WG Chair demonstrated how to access the online documents for the meeting.  He mentioned the IEEE 802 Standards DVD is available for pickup by all members.

Membership and Voting
The Working Group Chair explained that at the beginning of this Session there were 8 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the Working Group.  Potential Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members_pot.html>) were also noted.  Members of the WG were advised that they should have a voting token (a rectangle that says “M.16”) appearing on their registration badge.

Roger went through the membership list.

Attendance
The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the Working Group depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”).  The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system by following the link <http://attendance.wirelessman.org>.  The attendance webpage contains an “Affiliation” field where each attendee is expected to designate their Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (see reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>).

Attendees were advised that they must record at least 75% of the possible credit hours in the IMAT attendance system in order to ensure “Participation” status for the session.  Attendees were further advised that for this session, there are 24 hours worth of meetings, so 18 hours of attendance are required to reach 75%.  He also went through the list of working groups where 802.16 members can participate and get attendance credit.  The WG Chair designated Antonio Bovo and Reinhard Schrage as individual experts invited to participate in P802.16.3 meetings remotely.
Opening Plenary Agenda

The WG Chair reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #94 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at <http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg94/index.html>.  The Chair requested comments from the Working Group regarding the agenda.  None were received.  There were no objections to approve the agenda at 13:49 h.

The WG Chair noted the online location of the IEEE 802.16 webpage <http://wirelessman.org>, where official information about the IEEE 802.16 Working Group can be found, and the online location where the session meeting schedule and plans for the week are presented.

Minutes of Session #92

The minutes of Session #92 (80216-14-0059-00-Gdoc) in San Diego were presented without comment.  Motion (Jaesen Cha / Ching-Tarng Hsieh) to approve the minutes.  The minutes were approved without objection.

Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

The WG Chair displayed and presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0573-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Administrative Report.

The WG Chair explained legal and administrative information regarding IEEE 802.16 for Disclosure of Affiliation, the Ethics policy, Patents, and Copyrights. This information is also found at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/legal.html>.  The WG Chair presented each of the Patent Policy slides for Standards Development Meetings, found at the link <https://development.standards.ieee.org/myproject/Public/mytools/mob/slideset.pdf>.  The WG Chair instructed the WG Secretary to record in the minutes that slides 0-4 were shown, and that an opportunity was given to the attendants to respond, and that no response was provided.

The WG Chair explained that contributions must conform to the contribution procedures described at the link <http://WirelessMan.org/submit.html>, and that submittals that violate these procedures would not be accepted.   

Working Group Status Report
The WG Chair presented the status report for the working group.  There is a proposal to move P802.16.3 to 802.15.  There were no comments about the report.

Working Group Status Report
Chair Marks reviewed the 802.16 Project Activity Schedules for P802.16q, P802.16.3, and P802.16r.

Review of Prior Session Report
Chair Marks reviewed the session report from Session #92.

Schedule for the Week
The WG Chair noted the timeslots for Working Group activities for the week.  In the estimation of the Chair, there may be too many timeslots for P802.16r and P802.16q.  There is a Tuesday AM1 timeslot for a Working Group ad-hoc to discuss any comments relating to issues in other 802 working groups.

802 Tutorials
The WG Chair noted the two 802 tutorials taking place on Monday evening; the “Gigabit Ethernet over Plastic Optical Fiber” (from 18:30 – 20:00), and “Introduction to P802.3bn EPON Protocol over Coax (EPoC)”.

Other 802 Working Group Activities
Chair Marks mentioned the Coexistence Lessons Learned report from Steve Shellhammer, Chair of 802.19.  There was some discussion about the report, and Chair Marks scheduled continued discussion on this topic in the Tuesday AM1 timeslot.  He also gave an update on 802.24 activities.

802 Project Authorization Requests
The WG Chair noted the group has an opportunity to comment on the current PARs under consideration.  Any comments are due by 5 pm tomorrow.  There was no interest to immediately generate comments on behalf of the working group.  However, Chair Marks gave a presentation on his thoughts regarding the P802c PAR.

Additional 802 Issues

The WG Chair mentioned the upcoming discussion on 802 Privacy.  Chair Marks summarized the focus of the group related to privacy given that 802 devices currently have global MAC addresses that are static, and therefore can be tracked.  

Chair Marks described proposed 802 rules changes.  IEEE 802 working group policies and procedures do not match the Policies and Procedures proposed by the IEEE-SA Audit Committee (AudCom). There will be an upcoming discussion this week regarding this topic.

Chair Marks gave a report on discussions at the EC meeting earlier today.
Review of Prior Session Report

Roger presented the report of the prior session, which is posted online at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg92/report.html>.

Subgroup Status
Project P802.16q Opening Report:
P802.16q Chair Harry Bims presented the results of Sponsor Ballot, and there were 9 comments received, and collected in a database.  These comments will be resolved this week.  Also, there is 1 input contribution that will be discussed.  He also anticipated that the group would discuss whether it would need fewer time slots at its first meeting for the week.  

Project P802.16r Opening Report:
P802.16r Chair Ching-Tarng Hsieh presented an opening report, and discussed the schedule for the week, including a discussion of a possible withdrawal or transfer of the PAR. 

Project P802.16.3 Opening Report:
P802.16.3 Acting Chair Roger Marks discussed the updates to the project document, and plans to seek to identify a chair within 802.15 to assume the task of continuing the project.

ITU-R Liaison Group Opening Report:
ITU-R Liaison Acting Chair Roger Marks reported his work submitting documents to the reflector.  There are no new activities planned for this week.

Wireless SDN BOF

Chair Marks mentioned there is an upcoming Wireless SDN BOF on Tuesday PM2.

Handling of unassigned documents

There are no unassigned documents.

Project schedules

P802.16q, P802.16r, and P802.16.3 to review their scheduling needs for the week and make adjustments accordingly.

Future Sessions
The WG Chair reviewed the schedule of future 802.16 sessions.  There was some discussion that the working group activities are coming to a conclusion, and there may not be a need for many more future sessions.

IEEE 802.16 Session #94 Closing Plenary Meeting

Thursday, November 6, 2014, 13:30 – 15:06 hours.

Opening

The WG Chair of the 802.16 WG called the meeting to order at 13:34 hours local time, and introduced himelf.  The WG Chair introduced the P802.16 officers, Harry Bims (Vice Chair and Secretary), and Tim Godfrey (Treasurer).

The Chair reviewed the attendance signup list.
Closing Plenary Agenda

WG Chair Roger Marks reviewed the 802.16 Session #94 Closing Plenary agenda, posted online at <http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg94/index.html>.

Roger reviewed the agenda and asked the attendants if they had any questions concerning the agenda, and there was some discussion and revision.  The Working Group approved the Closing Plenary agenda without objection.

Patent Policy

Roger presented the patent policy slides, and asked if there were any comments relating to the patent policy.  There were none received.

Treasurer’s Report

Tim presented Document IEEE 802.16-14-0092-Gcon, the Treasurer’s Report.  There was no activity besides interest accumulation.

IEEE 802 Issues

Document IEEE 802.16-14-0087-00 was created during the working group ad-hoc session earlier in the week, and was submitted to the 802.1 working group through the EC reflector.

The WG Vice-Chair gave a report on an activity within 802.19 to create a Coexistence Lessons Learned presentation as a response to an inquiry from 3GPP.  The suggested edits from the WG regarding the description of 802.16 were accepted, with the exception of the characterization that the coexistence effort between 16h and 11y required a high-cost, high-speed control channel, though they did concede that such a channel may not be needed to achieve the same coexistence benefits.

Subgroup Reports

P802.16r Closing Report:

P802.16r Acting Chair Ching-Tarng Hsieh reviewed the activities of the week.  There was one input contribution that was discussed, which recommended considering a new PAR for Small Cell Backhaul.  However, the project group decided to request a future withdrawal of the PAR due to lack of participation.

Motion (14:51 h):  To request an agenda item for wthdrawal of the P802.16r PAR, due to lack of interest, in the closing EC meeting of March 2015.
Moved by Ching-Tarng Hsieh, and seconded by Jaesun Cha.
Discussion.  There was some discussion that this will be on the agenda for the March meeting, but if we change our minds, there is time to do so at the start of the March meeting.
The motion was approved by a vote of 4/0/0.

P802.16q Closing Report:

P802.16q Chair Harry Bims presented Document IEEE 802.16-14-0090-01-Gdoc, the “Session #94 – P802.16q Closing Plenary Report”.

Harry presented the P802.16q summary of activities for the week, the results of comment resolution, the results of discussion of additional comments that were received after the Sponsor Ballot period, as well as an input contribution related to comment resolution, the updated Ballot Schedule timetable for the project, and activities following Session #94.

Motion (14:39 h):  To generate WG Draft P802.16q/D4 based on Draft P802.16q/D3, and the comment resolutions in “IEEE 802.16-14-0089-00-000q” and to initiate a Sponsor Ballot Recirculation on that draft with a starting date of approximately November 14.
Moved by  Harry Bims, Seconded by Jaesun Cha.
Discussion.  There was group discussion.
The motion was approved by a vote of 4/0/0.

Motion (14:41 h):  To request EC Conditional Approval to forward the WG Draft P802.16q to RevCom.

Moved by  Harry Bims, Seconded by Jaesun Cha.
Discussion.  There was group discussion.
The motion was approved by a vote of 4/0/0.

Motion (14:43 h):  To authorize a P802.16q teleconferences on 12:01am, December 5th UTC.

Moved by Harry Bims, seconded by Jaesun Cha.

Discussion:  There was none.

The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Document 802.16-14-0094-00 was created and uploaded to the server.  It is a report to the EC documenting the Sponsor Ballot progress of the 16q draft, and requesting conditional approval to forward the P802.16q Draft to RevCom.

P802.16.3 Closing Report:

P802.16.3 Acting Chair Roger Marks gave an update.  Roger Marks presented the activities for the week, which included making plans for a future teleconference.

It was discussed that the Acting Chair visited the 802.15 WG to discuss their acquisition of the 16.3 project.  The Chair did so, and there was some favorable interest expressed by 802.15 members.  There was a request for a volunteer to Chair the effort within 802.15, and we are awaiting their reply.
Junhyeong Kim presented Document IEEE 802.15-14-0671-00 to the 802.15 WG.
Project Schedules

The WG project schedule for P802.16q will be updated in Document IEEE 802.16-0048-01, and a new revision to the document will be uploaded.

Future Sessions

The WG Chair noted the upcoming session #96.  The room rate is 157 Euros per night, and attendees can book a hotel room now.  

AOB

Tim Godfrey mentioned an idea for a project that would amend the approved standard 802.16-2012 to support deployments in narrower frequency band allocations.  There was some discussion around the timing of a PAR submission, and about scheduling a narrowband adhoc teleconference to discuss the project with interested parties.  The group discussed a proposed teleconference time of January 20th 11am PST/2 EST, and a followup teleconference on January 29, 11am PST/2pm EST.

Motion (15:27 h):  To form a narrowband adhoc committee, chaired by Tim Godfrey, and authorize to meet by teleconference on January 20, and January 29 at 11am PST/2pm EST, and to draft a PAR and CSD.
Moved by Tim Godfrey, Seconded by Harry Bims.
Discussion.  There was group discussion.
The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Adjournment

Motion (15:30 h):  “To adjorn”.

Moved by Jaesun Cha, seconded by Tim Godfrey.

The Working Group agreed to adjourn without objection.
