IEEE 802.16 Session #100 Opening Plenary Meeting

Monday November 10, 2015, 10:30 – 12:30 hours.

Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 10:37 hours local time.  He welcomed the Working Group to Session #100 of the IEEE 802.16 WG, whereupon he turned to the Working group agenda.

Dr. Roger Marks introduced himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with EthAirNet Associates and BaiCells.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Vice Chair and WG Secretary.  Tim Godfrey, affiliated with EPRI, introduced himself as WG Treasurer.  The attendees in the room introduced themselves.
Membership and Voting
The Working Group Chair explained that at the beginning of this Session there were 6 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the Working Group.

Roger went through the membership list, including Potential Members.

Attendance
The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the Working Group depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”).  The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system by following the link <http://attendance.wirelessman.org>.  The attendance webpage contains an “Affiliation” field where each attendee is expected to designate their Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (see reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>).

Opening Plenary Agenda

The WG Chair reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #100 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at <http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg100/index.html>.  The Chair requested comments from the Working Group regarding the agenda.  None were received.  There were no objections to approve the agenda at 10:46 h.

The WG Chair noted the online location of the IEEE 802.16 webpage <http://wirelessman.org>, where official information about the IEEE 802.16 Working Group can be found, and the online location where the session meeting schedule and plans for the week are presented.

Minutes of Session #98

The minutes of Session #98 (80216-15-0027-00-Gdoc) in Waikoloa, Hawaii were presented without comment. The minutes were approved without objection.

Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

The WG Chair displayed and presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0573-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Administrative Report.
The WG Chair explained legal and administrative information regarding IEEE 802.16 for Disclosure of Affiliation, the Ethics policy, Patents, and Copyrights. The WG Chair presented each of the Patent Policy slides for Standards Development Meetings, found at the link <https://development.standards.ieee.org/myproject/Public/mytools/mob/slideset.pdf>.  The WG Chair instructed the WG Secretary to record in the minutes that slides 1-4 were shown, and that an opportunity was given to the attendants to respond, and that no response was provided.

Working Group Status Report
Chair Marks presented Document IEEE 802.16-15-0044-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Status Report.  Chair Marks mentioned that the P802.16.3 PAR was not pre-submitted to NESCOM for withdrawal, but a withdrawal motion is on the Friday EC meeting agenda.
Review of Prior Session Report
Chair Marks reviewed the session report from Session #98.

Schedule for the Week
The WG Chair noted the timeslots for Working Group activities for the week.  The Chair announced there is a joint meeting with 802.15 High Rate Rail scheduled.
802 Tutorials
The WG Chair noted the 802 tutorials that already took place on Monday evening.

802 Project Authorization Requests
The WG Chair noted the group has an opportunity to comment on the current PARs under consideration.  Chair Marks made note of the 802.1CM PAR. 
Chair Marks reviewed Document 0045, Proposed Comments on P802d and P802.1CQ PARs.

Motion (11:27 h):  To approve Document 0045 for submission to P802.1.
Moved by Harry Bims, and seconded by Tim Godfrey.
Discussion.  There was none.
The motion was approved without objection.
Additional 802 Issues

Chair Marks presented a number of 802 issues, such as the WP P&P update, and future venues under consideration.
Subgroup Status
Project P802.16.3 Opening Report:
Chair Marks reviewed the minutes of the last teleconferences of P802.16.3.  
GRIDMAN Task Group Report:
Tim Godfrey gave a report on activities to develop a Project Authorization Request for P802.16s.  There were a number of utilities and vertical market vendors who participated in teleconferences since our last session.  There was discussion about the P802.16s PAR proposal that was submitted following development in those teleconferences.
ITU-R Liaison Group Opening Report:
There were no liaison statements.

Review Schedule for Updates

The group agreed to move the Closing Plenary from the Thursday AM1 timeslot to AM2.
Future Sessions
The WG Chair reviewed the schedule of future 802.16 sessions.  Attendees were encouraged to attend Session #101 in January in anticipation of PAR approval for P802.16s, or for further revision of the PAR proposal.

Moved by Tim Godfrey, and seconded by Harry Bims.
Discussion:  There was none.
The motion passed by unanimous consent.

The group developed Document IEEE 802.16-15-0054-00-Gdoc, a Call for Contributions relating to Project 802.16s.
802.16.3 Closing Report:

The request to withdraw the P802.16.3 PAR is agendized for 13 November 2015.

HRRC Closing Report:

There was a discussion about the contributions to this group.

Future Sessions
