Working methods for the Study Groups (Resolution ITU-R 1-6)

Resolution ITU-R 1-5 was revised taking into account the result of the correspondence work carried out prior to RA-12, as well as new proposals submitted this Assembly. 

The main points newly addressed in the above Resolution include:

–
The guideline for reviewing Questions within the mandate of the ITU-R, which was addressed in “further resolves” part in Resolution ITU-R 5-5, has been transferred to Resolution ITU-R 1-6 (in § 2.28bis to § 2.28quater). It clearly indicates that Questions shall not include any reference to proposals on allocation unless requested by a Radiocommunication Assembly agenda item or a WRC Resolution. In addition, Section 6 of the Resolution details the content of the Question emphasizing the reason for the study, the need for a work programme, and the form in which the response should be prepared (e.g. Recommendation or Report).
–
The possibility to invite as required the Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of Working Parties at the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen, and also, at the discretion of the Director, other experts on an ex-officio basis (§ 5.1).

–
In addition to the existing provision in § 10.1.4 for cases where a draft Recommendations falls within the mandate of more than one Study Group, a new note in § 6.1.2 indicates that Study Groups may develop wholly within the Study Group itself, without the need for concurrence by other Study Groups, Recommendations that include “protection criteria” for radiocommunication services within their mandate. However, Study Groups developing Recommendations that include sharing criteria for radiocommunication services must obtain agreement, prior to their adoption, of the Study Groups responsible for those services.
–
For documents not requiring translation, the membership is encouraged to submit contributions 12 calendar days prior to the start of the meeting; the seven calendar days limit remains as it was before (§ 8.3).
–
For the adoption procedure of draft new or revised Questions, the same process as contained in § 10.2 applies; in particular, the condition specified in § 10.2.2.2 (a procedure for adoption at a Study Group meeting) should apply also to draft new or revised Questions.

–
If the adoption of a draft new or revised Recommendation is sought by correspondence and if there is no objection by any Member State attending the Study Group meeting, the simultaneous adoption and approval (PSAA) by correspondence is undertaken except for Recommendations incorporated by reference (§ 10.1.1).
If during the adoption process there is an objection that cannot be resolved, the Member State shall provide in written form the reasons for its objection. Depending on the Study Group schedule that objection shall be forwarded either to the Working Party or the Radiocommunication Assembly.
–
The period for consideration by the Member States after the circulation of draft new or revised Recommendation toward adoption or approval (after their adoption according to one of the methods in § 10.2) has been changed to two months from three months in the previous version (§ 10.3.3 or § 10.4.5.1).
If a member state or a sector member considers itself adversely affected by an approved Recommendation, it can refer its case to the Director who will submit the case to the relevant Study Group. All cases will then be notified to the next Radiocommunication Assembly.
–
The provisions for updating (including editorial updating) or deletion of ITU-R Recommendations specified in § 11 have been reviewed to apply these provisions also to Questions.
Study Group 1 and its subordinate groups should conduct the studies in accordance with the newly revised Resolution ITU-R 1-6.
1.3
Work programme of the Study Groups (Resolution ITU-R 5-6)

The text of this Resolution has been reviewed and much simplified by avoiding overlapping with Resolution ITU-R 1. It was reconfirmed in the new version of Resolution ITU-R 5 that the work programme of any Study Group shall be: 
–
studies, within the scope of the Study Group, on topics relevant to agenda items, Resolutions and Recommendations of Radiocommunication Conferences, or to ITU‑R Resolutions; 

–
the Questions listed in Annexes 1 to 6 to this Resolution, referred to the Study Groups;
–
studies, within the scope of the Study Group, that will be carried out in accordance with § 3.3 of Resolution ITU‑R 1. 
RA-12 approved the status of 12 Questions proposed by Study Group 1, as provided in Annex 1 to Resolution ITU-R 5-6. 

NOTE – The list of the ITU-R Questions in force and assigned to Study Group 1 are provided in Document 1/1 and future updates of that list will be provided in revision(s) to that Document. 

1.4
Resolutions revised at RA-12 and relevant to Study Group 1 activities
Study Group 1 submitted to RA-12 a draft revision of Resolution ITU-R 23-1 “Extension of the international monitoring system to a worldwide scale” for its consideration. Resolution ITU-R 23-2 was approved by the Assembly as proposed by Study Group 1.

In addition, RA-12 approved revised versions of the following ITU-R resolutions which are relevant to Study Group 1 activities:
–
Resolution ITU-R 22-3 “Improvement of national radio spectrum management practices and techniques”, in order to update references to WTDC resolutions.

–
Resolution ITU-R 53-1 “The use of radiocommunications in disaster response and relief”, in order to update and/or add references to WRC, WTDC and RA resolutions.
–
Resolution ITU-R 54-1 “Studies to achieve harmonization for short-range devices”, in order to refer to ITU-R recommendations and reports developed by Study Group 1 since RA-07, as well as to emphasize on the need for further studies to achieve harmonization for short-range devices.
–
Resolution ITU-R 55-1 “ITU studies of disaster prediction, detection, mitigation and relief”, in order to update and/or add references to PP, WRC, WTDC and RA resolutions, as well as to include references to ITU-R recommendations and/or reports developed by other Study Groups since RA-07.
1.5
New RA-12 Resolutions relevant to Study Group 1 activities

The following new or revised Resolutions approved at the RA-12 are relevant to Study Group 1 activities:

Resolution ITU-R 58 “Studies on the implementation and use of cognitive radio systems”.

Resolution ITU-R 59 “Studies on availability of frequency bands and/or tuning ranges for worldwide and/or regional harmonization and conditions for their use by terrestrial electronic news gathering systems”.

–
Resolution ITU-R 60 “Reduction of energy consumption for environmental protection and mitigating climate change by use of ICT/radiocommunication technologies and systems”.

–
Resolution ITU-R 61 “ITU-R's contribution in implementing the outcomes of the World Summit on the Information Society”.

–
Resolution ITU-R 62 “Studies related to testing for conformance with ITU-R Recommendations and interoperability of radiocommunication equipment and systems”.
For the studies invited by the ITU-R Resolutions mentioned in § 1.4 and § 1.5 above, the proposed work assignment within Study Group 1 is provided in Attachment 6 to Document 1/2 (1A/4 - 1B/3 - 1C/4). 

Finally, RA-12 approved Resolution ITU-R 63 establishing that academia, universities and their associated research establishments may participate in the working parties of the study groups within the Radiocommunication Sector.

The Conference Preparatory Meeting for WRC‑15 (CPM-15) and Resolution ITU-R 2-6
Resolution ITU-R 2-6 now includes a second annex on guidelines for the preparation of the CPM report. It includes information on the preparation of executive summary for each WRC agenda item, background sections, page limit, method(s) to satisfy the agenda items and references to ITU-R Recommendations, Reports or Radio Regulations.
The results of the first session of CPM-15 (CPM15-1) were published in Administrative Circular CA/201, dated 19 March 2012. CA/201 includes in particular the proposed chapter structure of the draft CPM Report, the list of the Chapter Rapporteurs and the Allocation of ITU-R preparatory work for WRC‑15 and WRC-18.

-
Working Party 1B (WP 1B) has been identified as the responsible group for Agenda item 9.1 issues 9.1.4, 9.1.6 and 9.1.7. WP 1B has also been identified as one of the contributing groups for Agenda item 1.18 and one of the interested groups for Agenda items 1.3 and 1.17.

Working Party 1A has been identified as one of the interested groups for Agenda item 1.1.
