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	Resolve how 802.19 will function with regard to 
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Proposed Procedure 11 PROCEDURES FOR VERIFICATION OF COEXISTENCE ANALYSIS 
Rationale: These procedures are to be used to assure that future IEEE 802 wireless standards when approval to forward a draft standard to Sponsor Ballot is requested by the Working Group, before initiation of the LMSC ballot process. 
The general areas of contact between 802.19 and the standards development process for wireless networks are:
· 5 Criteria (5C) reviews

· Require a list of all potential mutually interfering wireless Standards in the 5C
· Evaluation Coexistence Assurance (CA) criteria in 5C as described in 802.19 Guideline

· Drafts

· Mediation between or within WGs as a preliminary step to SEC consideration of disputes

· Submission of analysis to 802.19 prior to SEC review

· Sponsor Ballot

· Evaluation for SEC in preparation for SB resulting in compliance statement

· Statement by 802.19 would need to issue statement of compliance to procedures outlined in Guideline.

[To be added to 5C Procedure] The LMSC Project Authorization Request (PAR) procedures shall require review and recommendation by the 802.19 TAG to SEC of all new wireless networking 5Cs in the area of coexistence.  The review of the PAR shall consist of verification that

·  A list of all potential mutually interfering wireless Standards is included 
· Proper coexistence assurance (CyA) methodology was specified in the 5C 
The CA methodology shall be described in the 802.19 Guide.
In conjunction with a completed Draft, the 802.19 TAG shall review coexistence analysis of a Draft Standard.  This review shall be initiated in either of two ways:  
1. At the request of any wireless Working Group.  The Working Group request need not come from the WG authoring the Draft.  
2. At the request of the SEC. 
The 802.19 TAG reviews coexistence assurance analysis of Drafts and does not participate in the down-selection process of proposals within Working Groups.
In the process of preparing for Sponsor Ballot, the WG shall provide the coexistence assurance analysis to enable the 802.19 TAG to provide a compliance statement on the analysis.  This CA analysis shall be delivered to the TAG 30 days prior to the LMSC EC meeting.  The TAG shall give its technical opinion not later than five days before the LMSC EC meeting.
During Sponsor Ballot comment resolution, the 802.19 TAG shall respond to Working Group request for assistance in dealing with coexistence questions raised about the Draft. 
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
