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Technical Editor Election Procedure
Nominations for Technical Editor
· Any WG member is eligible to run for technical editor

· The candidate can be nominated by any WG member, including self nomination

· Nominations will be accepted at the Monday May 9 WG meeting.  Nominations will close during that WG meeting

Statement of Qualifications and Q&A
· Each candidate will be given time at the Wednesday May 11 WG meeting to present their qualifications for position of Technical Editor
· WG members will be given an opportunity to ask each candidate questions about the candidates qualifications

Vote

· The vote for Technical Editor will be during the Wednesday May 11 WG meeting

· Each WG member may vote for one (and only one) candidate
· If one candidate receives more than 50% of the vote then that candidate wins the election and becomes the Technical Editor

· If no candidate receives more than 50% of the vote then a run-off election will be held between the two candidates receiving the most votes in the initial election.

· The candidate receiving the majority of the votes in the run-off election wins the election and becomes the Technical Editor
· In the case of a tie in the run-off election then a second run-off election will be held with the same two candidates
· In the case of a tie in the second run-off election the chair will vote to break the tie
