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3.1 Tight coupling of 802.xx wireless networks

Tight coupling of heterogeneous 802.xx networks can be achieved when the two interfaces are co-located in the same BS or the user device contains dual radio technologies with a common MAC layer. When the same BS services two different radio technologies (e.g., 802.11 and 802.16) at a minimum its MAC layer needs to be common. Currently, all existent 802 wireless standards, namely, 802.11, 80.15, and 802.16 have their own MAC protocols defined along with their respective PHY layer protocols. Therefore, tight coupling as defined above is not feasible for 802.xx wireless networks. 

3.2 Tight coupling of cellular networks
