1. The intention was to go over the Comment Resolution document (21-06-0667-00-0000_Comment Assignments) and get a status update on different comments for AD Hoc in June. Also assign any unassigned Comments to volunteers within the group.
2. Ad Hoc set for June 20, 21, 22 at Singapore. Many of the key 802.21 participants  have confirmed their participation for the Ad Hoc.
3. Discussions on document 21-06-0667-00-0000_Comment Assignments
3.1.1. Item 1: Comment 142: Logical Reference Architecture section needs to be updated. No update since Michael was not present, but he is expected to provide updates at the Ad Hoc.
3.1.2. Item 2: Comment 342: Subir to provide a document with Use Case scenario which provides a description of how different IEs may be used. The document may not cover all the IEs in the draft but in general would establish how the different sets of IEs included in draft may be used. A separate table may be provided that could indicate a description of how each IE was intended to be used.
3.1.3. Item 4: Comment 348. 802.21 may not want to take upon the task of assigning Network IDs, but we should try to use something already existing out there. Suggestion to start a thread on reflector and get input from members.
3.1.4. Item 5 can be combined with Item 6 and can be addressed by properly organizing Table 6. Discussion on which operator ID to use in IEs, should we use access network operator, core network operator or service provider operator. Three modes of authentication were mentioned, Device, Session and User level authentication. Another comment was to differentiate between Authorizer and Service Provider. No conclusions were reached and it was eventually decided to pursue this further on the reflector. Srini to provide an updated contribution for the Ad Hoc.
3.1.5. Item 9: There is no need to make a distinction as to which IEs are available before attaching to the network and which are available after attaching to the network.
3.1.6. Item 10 was assigned to Srini 

3.1.7. Item 11: Comment that broadcast/multicast of information may be more efficient utilization of air interface. Also broadcast of information is not a push model since it is up to the individual nodes to decide if they want to process information or not. This may be access network specific and it’s not clear what needs to go in .21 draft. Need a presentation to motivate/better explain this before proceeding further.
3.1.8. Item 15: Eunah to provide update on primitives for the Ad Hoc.  

3.1.9. Item 16: Providing a mapping to media specific primitives is quite useful. This could be included in Appendix.
3.1.10. Item 18: Not clear if all of these commands are in scope of 802.21. Handover Prepare does a query for resources and may not be required. Network selection is not part of Mobility Management protocols and commands suggesting heterogeneous network choices may be ok. Further discussion to be initiated on mailing list.
3.1.11. Item 22 assigned to Ajay and Item 24-25 assigned to Vivek.
