The 802.21 Emergency Services Study Group met for two sessions during the Jan 2009 meeting in Los Angels, CA.

· Alice indicated an interest in being the document editor
· SG Chair presented the IEEE patent policy and the body claims to understand the IEEE IPR policy 

· The plan is to complete the PAR and 5C in this meeting  and submit to EC for the consideration in March meeting 

· The PAR  doc number is 21-08-0299-03-00es 

· Chair walked through the PAR 

· Question regarding the scope was clarified by the Chair

· Louis: What is the meaning of priority? 

· Chair responded that there may be need for several  task groups to focus on different sets of requirements, e.g., citizen-to- authority, authority-to-citizen and authority-to-authority and it will depend upon how EC directs us what to do first…

· Vijay: There are some typos that need to be corrected…

· Suggestions on PAR scope priority was accepted and modified accordingly

· Several SG member’s comment were addressed as well 

· Suggestion on putting explicit layers ,e.g., layer 1 and layer 2. Chair emphasized that 802 means layer 1 and layer 2 

· Discussions on local area and national alerts, for example, Amber Alert is local and weather services as national . Impact of international boundaries are not very clear. From 802 perspective, the notification and reach out to the 802 POAs are of importance. Suggestion was to name as local area and wide area emergency  services 

· Chair emphasized that this PAR if approved will  help selecting the right international boundary or border and determine where the emergency alerts or services need to be sent

· Chair also explained the situation where overlapping regions and other conflicts will occur on where to send the alerts but that is beyond the scope of 802

· Chair will post version 04 to the server and folks can comment before it is forwarded to the WG for approval

· Chair asked for a straw poll about forwarding the PAR to the WG and subsequently to EC. All members supported it.

· Next 5C was discussed: doc # 21-08-0313-02-00es and changes are highlighted

· Comment on distinctive identity  and suggestion on improving the wording 

· Question on software mentioned in broad market potential . Chair mentioned that software revision includes firmware but he is open to any suggestion

· There are two implications on broad market potential: for example, if 802.11 access points are emergency services compliant it carries a different value.  Since this is emergency service it needs to be regulatory compliant as well

· Chair asked if there any further comments on 5C?

· No additional comments were mentioned 

· Chair asked for a straw poll for rev -03 to send to 802.21 WG closing plenary . Is there any objection? Seeing no objection, SG chair will upload ver-03 on the server. Chair also mentioned that if there are additional comments, SG will address them on Thursday session 
· The meeting is adjourned until next session

SG Chair opened meeting and indicated that a presentation had been given to 802.11 at the Wednesday mid week plenary (21-09-0020-0000) identifying the PAR and 5C as approved in the Monday session and requesting feedback.  No feedback was received as of this session.

· First topic of discussion was to determine a recommendation for placement of work if/when approved by ExCom.  Vivek was asked to open the discussion and gave a case for keeping the work in 802.21.  The SG chair gave some reasons to consider a stand alone WG.  Other members gave their input and a straw poll was held.

Vivek indicated that it would probably be 802.21.1, and the output would be a completely different standard from 802.21 MIHO.
