	5.4 Purpose of Proposed Standard: 
The purpose of this standard is to define media independent services across IEEE 802 networks.

The purpose of handover services is to improve the user experience of mobile devices during handovers between IEEE 802 wireless networks. The mechanisms defined as part of this standard will enable service continuity and seamless handovers wherever applicable across different networks. These mechanisms are also usable for handovers between IEEE 802 networks and non IEEE 802 networks.

As IEEE 802 networks evolve there is a need to develop common set of services across these networks.

Handover Services: The standard for handover services will address the following issues across wireless networks.

-The standard will enable Optimized Network Discovery and Selection by providing information about neighbor networks and permitting information exchange between mobile terminals and networks for making effective handover decisions.
- The standard will define mechanisms to reduce latency and enable service continuity during handover between heterogeneous networks.
- The standard will enable both single radio and dual radio handovers between heterogeneous networks
