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Abstract


The attached flowchart shows the process outlined by the WG Chair for the voting members of the WG to make decisions on what optional features should be included in the next version of our “Working Document Towards a Draft”.





Text relating to options that do not have the support of >=75% of the voting members present and voting “yes” or “no” (abstains do not count) will be removed from our document in the next version and text relating to options that do have the support of >=75% of the voting members present and voting will be moved to their own annexes.  





The objective is to make the main body of the document read “cleanly” for the mandatory features of the basic single channel system.  At the appropriate places in the main body of the document, the “hooks” for each option will be described, with pointers to the appropriate annex containing the details of the option.
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
