· Request 802.22 WG to go to letter ballot (November Plenary if possible)

· There was a question as to whether the WG must send a request to the Exec Committee? From the flow chart in the New Member Orientation presentation, it does not appear this is necessary. 

· 22 initiates Letter Ballot process, receive comments 

· Editing team resolves comments (editing done in 22.1, balloting in 22) 

· Continue to reballot until no new changes and no new disapproves, 75% approve, and WG approves to send to Spnsor Ballot

Note: Editing team does not have full power – can only carry out wishes of the WG. The WG may propose text to 22.1

Any text not commented on during previous ballot does not get revoted. (same for both ballots)

Voting membership is frozen at the start of the letter ballot process

· WG requests EC to forward to Sponsor ballot

· Create Sposor Ballot pool 

· Sponsor ballot follows same process as letter ballot – continue until there are no “no” votes. 

· Forward to the EC approval

· Following EC approval, it is sent to RevCom

· RevCom forwards it to the IEEE Stds board.
