Gerald inquired as to whether NMEA messaging is used by all GPS-like systems, such as Galileo.

We need to include messages to be sent during the “negotiate basic capabilities” step indicating whether the CPE is equipped with GPS-like geolocation technology and if satellite acquisition by this technology was successful.
