An agenda item was added to allow for the introduction of doc. IEEE 802.22-07/275r4

The agenda r1 was approved unanimously.

Review of doc. IEEE 802.22-07/275r4:

Reviewing the figure:

Dave points out that in order to get RSSI, you need to sense the channel for a period of time.  During this time, you might hit a quiet period.  If this happens, you might miss the existence of the WRAN in the channel.

Gerald will give a more descriptive title to the “Select Initial Channel” boxes to indicate that the first channel to sense.

Gerald will fix the flowchart during the second stage of sensing to assure that the known WRAN service in the channel is above the necessary threshold in order to make use of the quiet periods to sense for an incumbent under the WRAN service.

The group agreed to refer to the section in the draft that will be created by the insertion of doc. IEEE 802.22-07/275r4.  The first six blocks between “CPE not operational” and the “with satellite-based geolocation technology” conditional in Figure 3 of doc. IEEE 802.22-06/248r12 will be replaced by doc. IEEE 802.22-07/275r4 by referring to the future created section.  This new section will detail the processes of incumbent sensing, BS detecting, BS synchronizing, and parameter obtaining during the initialization procedure.  Text in doc. IEEE 802.22-07/275r4 pertaining to the CPE sending its resulting sensing report to the BS will be inserted into the appropriate subsection in Section 6.15.
