7- Unclassified channels (any other channels not sensed yet)

6- Occupied channel

(Incumbents found on this channel from sensing and: temporary occupied) or WRAN operation) (sensing needs to be regularly sensed)

3- Current operating channel= N
(WRAN transmits)

4- Backup channels (ordered list)
(No transmit, sensing required)

(declared as clear by BS)
5- Candidate channels

(additional channels that the BS asks the CPE to sense)
