Agenda is approved unanimously.
All attendees are aware of the IEEE patent policy.

Review of doc. 362/r5:

Winston noticed that there is a superfluous parenthesis in the “Presentation of sensing results to higher layers …” Rectangular Box.  The parenthesis should be removed.
Ivan suggested that the “Yes” arrow out of the “CPE NMEA report indicates satellite-based data?” Conditional Box should lead into the “Geolocation Success?” Conditional Box.

Winston proposed that the number in the “Less than 3 benchmark CPEs respond with CBP capture?” Conditonal Box should be changed from 3 to 2.  Gerald stated that requiring 3 benchmark CPEs would allow for validation of the terrestrial geolocation technique.

Gerald proposed that the “Geolocation Success?” Conditional Box should be changed to “Geolocation data validated?”

The group agreed to the above changes.

Winston will notify Edward of the proposed changes.

Ivan has two action items:

· To develop text explaining the need for two or three benchmarks (BS or CPE) to triangulate and find the position of the new CPE.
· To develop text explaining te functions in the "Geolocation" box.  That is, in the case of the satellite-based geolocation, the BS sends a request to the CPE for a report containing the NMEA stream generated locally from reception of satellite signals and this stream is then forwarded to the spectrum manager.  In the case of the terrestrial-based geolocation, the BS sends requests to a small number of pre-determined CPEs for them to report on the time reference and phase of the 56 carriers set received from the CPE to be located through the CBP burst, uses the timing information received by the BS from the CPE to be located through the initial CDMA ranging burst and calculate and validate the triangulation.  Once the result is obtained, it is formatted in a NMEA stream and sent up to the spectrum manager.
