BS's time reference (common "time zero") (Carl)
· Discussion focused on how all BS's gain a common understanding of "time zero"? The main consensus was (fit in text of 6.20.5 of working document)
· In order to ensure that the quiet periods and the self-coexistence windows can be aligned among nearby WRAN cells, the BSs shall synchronize the absolute local start time of their super-frame period to the start of every minutest\ with reference to UTC time with a tolerance of less than or equal to ±2 ms
· Gerald would send out to the reflector to give a better explanation to the group. 

Sync of TG1's frame structure to .22 super-frames (Carl)
· Gerald mentioned that the topics had been discussed on the reflector and not an issue. 

· It might be too much to ask other systems to synchronize to .22 systems, such as TG1 or white space devices. 

RF mask
· Gerald presented the RF mask document sent out to the reflector, incorporating RF masks in WRAN FRD, .16 WMAN, and Canada Remote Rural Broadband Systems.
