3. Notes

1) No body notified that she/he is not familiar with the IEEE patent policy.

2) The agenda was approved unanimously.
3) There was a brief discussion raised by Edward on Table 40 (Vendor ID). It was suggested that it should be advantageous to have the Vendor ID information available as in a common IE.

4) The group started the text review on sub-clause 6.9 in working document v0.4.4. 

5) Gerald suggested that in Figure 15 (The general management frame structure) 8-bit should be specified in the type field, rather than 8.
6) Dave suggested that the “Coexistence Backoff Start” and “Coexistence Backoff End” field in table 46 be removed as on CBP transmit/receive is supported during the DS subframe.

7) The group discussed the specification for the value of “n” in the for-loop in table 46. It was suggested that “n” could be specified elsewhere for its maximum value, or could be bounded by the size information carried by DS-MAP IE for the DCS message.

8) For table 47, Gerald suggested that BS EIRP value could have a 0.5 dBm step size. Edward pointed out that in 802.16m a step size of 1 dBm is used.
9) Dave asked a question that if the TTG value in table 47 should be kept variable to preserve flexibility.

10) RTG is removed from table 47 as this value can be locally calculated.

11) Dave took an action item to verify if “Channel Action” and “Action Mode” in table 47 can be combined. The “Action Number of Channels” is for channel bounding and is removed.

12) In the next meeting, the group will continue reviewing text starting from 6.9.1.2.
