3. Notes

1) No body notified that she/he is not familiar with the IEEE patent policy.

2) The agenda was approved unanimously.
3) The minutes of December 12 were approved unarinously.

4) The group reviewed the subject on the step size of EIRP value in table 47. According to the PHY group’s conclusion, the MAC group decided to change the “BS EIRP” specification to be “Signed in units of dBm in 0.5 dB steps from -44dBm~83.5dBm”.
5) The group reviewed the subject on TTG value in table 47. It was recognized that there were tradeoffs between a fixed TTG value (accommodating a 30km range) and a varable TTG value. Since an adequate decision would depend on a thorough evaluation in the system level, there was no conclusion was made in the MAC group on the TTG value which will remans as an open issue.

6) Responding to the request for an action item made by the MAC group in the last call, Dave suggested that the “channel action” and “action mode” in table 47 should be kept as separate IEs and that the sizes of “Channel action” IE and “action mode” IE can be changed to 3 bits and 1 bit respectively. Dave also suggested removing the option of “remove” for the “channel action” IE. There was no objection to accept these changes in the group. 
7) George suggested that a “backup channel list” IE should be defined in place of the “Number of Channel for backup” IE and the “backup channel” IE in table 47. There is no objection to accept this suggestion. Dave took an action item to define the new “backup channel list” IE, and Gerald will update the table and the draft accordingly. 

8) The MAC call of next week, scheduled to be on December 26, will be cancelled due to the holiday. The call will be resumed on January 2, 2008.
