3 Notes
· The meeting was called to order at 9 am EDT. 
· All attendees were aware of the IEEE patent policy. 

· The agenda was approved unanimously. 

· The minutes from last call was approved unanimously. 
Aggregate Interference

· Zander summarized that Cheng Shan of Samsung would further study the aggregate interference with a statistics model in order to propose an expanded TV protection contour. Hopefully, the proposal would be ready by March. 
· No further discussion was seen. 
Ranging
· Based on communications with Ivan, Gerald confirmed that Ivan would send a contribution in January meeting with a simplified Table 253 in the PHY section, together with simple explanation to the text changes. 
· No further discussion was seen. 
Power Control
· Zander summarized that colleagues from ETRI would conduct system simulations to determine more accurate SNR values in Table “Normalized C/N per modulation” under Power Control subclause in the draft. 
· No further discussion was seen. 
RF mask
· Zander summarized that the issue left for the group is to convince incumbents to relax the stringent RF mask requirement defined in the FRD which leads to costly equipments. 

· Gerald commented that he would prepare a contribution showing trade-off between RF mask and keep out region for 1st adjacent channels for both TV and Wireless Microphone systems. Since incumbents likely would not change their minds before FCC issuing the rule of order expected in Mar., the contribution would be prepared for the Mar. meeting. 
· Steve commented that WRAN is not operating on the 1st adjacent channel in any case. This should be translated in some way to a relaxed RF mask. 

Working document review
· Gerald commented that some portions of PHY section in the current working document were still colored in tan, meaning not agreed yet in PHY call. Therefore, the group proceeded with text review of working document.  

· Ranging Text in 8.9.2.3 (with updated figure 123 by colleagues from ETRI) and 8.9.2.4 had been approved by the group and re-colored to green. 
· The removal of Power control text in 8.9.3.2.2 had been approved by the group to exclude the open loop power control option as agreed in previous conference calls. 

· Power control text in 
8.9.3
8.9.3.2 (except UIUC values and the normalized C/N values to be determined; power range to be changed to –44 dBm to 83.5 dBm)
8.9.3.2.1 (step size to be changed to 0.5 dB), and 
8.9.3.2.3 
        had been approved by the group. 
· Text in 8.10.4 Network Synchronization had been approved in principle with understanding that the text is a general description of 6.21.5.
· Text in 8.11 Frequency Control Requirements had been approved in principle with understanding that the frequency tolerance values refer to free run values of oscillators and to be corrected/compensated using various schemes. 
· Gerald would make the updated working document available before Jan meeting.
