· The agenda was approved unanimously. 

PHY Comments Review
· The group continued the review of remaining 15 T/TR comments (in blue) based on the spreadsheet 22-08-0167-00-0000-wran-draft-1-0-draft-comments-database-clause8.xls which is extracted from the comments database 22-08-0146-03-0000-wran-draft-1-0-draft-comments-database.xls. The updates of the response/resolution to the comments are summarized as follows: 
· 629

· The comment was commented by and assigned to Charles. Zander sent him an email for the update of the comment but received no reply. Gerald will check Charles’s email address and pass to Zander for his resending.  

· 680
· According to the email sent out before the call, John Benko is preparing the updated text with illustrations to clarify the interleaver.  It will be scheduled in a PHY call for his presentation. 
· 681
· Regarding the pilot pattern, Sung Hyun had had some discussions with S. Kuffner after the May PHY session. It was agreed that the comments would be dropped and the item was closed. 
· 682
· Zander had sent an email to Ivan for the action on clarifying the text related to Geolocation ranging tones. Since there was no reply, he will send again after the call. 
· 698
· John gave some explanation in his email response to the comment. Since he and George were both absent in the call, it was recommended to discuss in their presence.  
· 701
· The resolution in May was to get help from the MAC group to provide the procedure after channel change for re-establishing the link between the BS and CPEs (ranging, TPC, etc.). Zander will talk to Wendong for help from the MAC group. 
· 709
· Zander had sent email to Ivan for the help on the comments but did not receive any answer. He will send out reminder again. Gerald commented that this item is kind of system issue and beyond PHY group. It should be further discussed in the WG in July. Zander will report to Carl later if still unresolved before July meeting. 
· 717
· Sung Hyun commented that the power control equation related to the comments is meant for CDMA codes not for data transmission. The group should firstly decide whether a CPE could transmit ranging channel and data channel simultaneously.

· Simultaneous transmission of CDMA codes and data will not incur complexity to BS but to the CPE who has the capability. There seems to be delay issue if CDMA codes and data are transmitted in serial. Sung Hyun will do some analysis and will present the results in the coming PHY calls.
· 718, 719, 720, 721, 722
· Sung Hyun updated that they had completed their simulations for determination of normalized C/N values. The results seem to be consistent with the setting of BER level at 2x10-4. A possible problem could be the BER level setting is corresponding to data transmission while values are meant for CDMA ranging. 

· Sung Hyun will present their results next week.   
· 723
· The comment is in fact a MAC comment and should be responded by MAC team. Zander wil email Wendong for MAC team’s attention.

· To determine the percentage exceedence for sidelobes and backlobes, it would be helpful if we could have good reference from other systems. S. Kuffner will check whether he could bring to the group the reference, e.g. point to point microwave transmission systems.
