802.22 is continuing to attempt to resolve its 979 comments on its last letter ballot.
Since the September session, teleconferences were held by the various ad-hoc groups to attempt to resolve comments.  The comments that were reviewed were merged and brought to the WG at this session.  We plan to initiate a 30 day electronic ballot at the end of this session for working group approval for all comments with accepted, counter, superceded, and rejected statuses.
The comments that are either deferred or pending are being discussed this week face-to-face to hopefully achieve agreement, resolution, and approval.  These are mostly MAC comments and they relate to

TG2 Recommended Practice had two meetings.  In the first meeting, we had a contribution that was presented on a study that was conducted analyzing WRAN channel availability across the US.  We also reviewed the text in the RP relating to deployment instruction.  In the second meeting we attempted to resolve comments on the 802.22 letter ballot that require action by TG2.  The reviewed comments and their recommended comment status will be brought to 802.22 for final resolution and approval.
