3. Notes

1) Gerald recorded the attendance at 8:05PM EDT.

2) A citation to the IEEE patent policy was provided with the announcement of the meeting.  When asked, no one notified the chairman that they were unfamiliar with the IEEE patent policy.

3) The agenda was approved as presented.

4) The minutes of the last MAC teleconference call held on December 2nd were approved as presented.

5) Review the resolutions proposed in the comment database.

- Initialization and Network Association
a. Comment 343: Ivan explained his comment.  The comment was accepted in principle based on the fact that the CPEs will be professionally installed.  The full scanning of all TV channels should not be mandatory in the standard, it is an implementation issue.  The diagram does not imply such full scanning and does not need to be modified. The antenna alignment will have an impact on the scanning process.  The professional installer is expected to know the azimuth of the desired BS and the channel list.  If the channel list in not known, the azimuth will be set and the unit could scan a given range of channels but for a same antenna azimuth. The detailed process is described in section 9.1.1.3.3 and not in this section.  Counter: Section 9.1.1.3.3 needs to be modified to remove the mandatory channel scanning.  Section 9.1.1.3.3 needs to be modified to avoid having to precisely point the antenna toward the desired BS but rather allow optimization of the azimuth considering discrimination toward interfering BSs or CPEs.  Action: Gerald to make these modifications and submit it as a contribution. The comment status is then “Pending”.

b. Comment 347: The comment was interpreted and referring to the text in square brackets in the section.  Gwangzeen Ko indicated that ETRI had developed a contribution dealing with this.  He is to provide the reference after the meeting.  Comment status is “Defer”.

c. Comment 351: Ivan explained that having two different antenna patterns for the TX and RX CPE antennas is not a good idea since a much wider transmit antenna could be used creating more interference than necessary (operating at 4 W EIRP in many directions).  This new requirement needs to be included in the appropriate section of the Draft (8.12) and the three paragraphs in the current section dealing with different antenna gain in the calculation of the ranging burst power need to be removed by the editor. Comment status: “Pending”.

d. Comment 352:  Similar to comment 351.  It was decided to simply refer to the resolution of the previous comment.  Comment status: “Pending”.
