Comment: This section seems to be redundant, since the recovery process when an incumbent is dectected is described earlier in section 6.21.1.5. It is not clear why an additional section is needed. This problem is handled by the flowchart in Figure 100.

Proposed Resolution: 

Rename section 6.21.4.4 Channel Switch Procedure and replace the text with the following:
(Overlap with previous section was removed in the proposed text. Now this section deals only with the problem of selecting the time to switch to another channel.)
6.21.4.4 Scheduling of channel switching time
When the BS decides to switch channels during normal operation, it shall execute the following procedure to determine when to schedule the channel switching operation. When the BS selects a channel from its backup channel list, it shall randomly select a waiting time T_wait from a time window [T_min, T_max] and it shall start a channel switching timer with value T_wait as the expiration time. The values of T_min and T_max are configuration parameter that could be set by the management interface, but the only requirement is that in case the channel switch is to recover from an incumbent detection, the value of T_max shall be smaller or equal to the maximum allowed channel moving time. Then, the BS schedules the channel switch using the channel management procedure 6.21.4. Before switching to the target backup channel, the BS and/or CPEs may sense the backup channel. If the BS determines there is an incumbent or another WRAN in the target backup channel before the T_wait timer expires, it may re-schedule the channel switching to the next backup channel in the list within the remaining time left for the T_wait timer to expire.
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
