Defer: This timer was no longer used but will be re-instated for the DREG function for resource retainer.  A CPE should not be allowed to continue operating to protect the incumbents.  Two timers would be required: one for the de-registration of the CPE if it does not respond within 30 s of a BS request and another one that would de-register the CPE after a dead time in the BS-CPE communication.  This timer would likely be longer, e.g., 5 minutes.  Ranga is to look into it and propose specific text.

Corrections to Table 287: Non-Occupancy Period

Defer: This parameter seem to be a repeat of the “Channel Availability Check Time” which is specified at 30 s in the FCC R&O.  Winston gave another interpretation to this parameter: it is the time between the time that the WRAN system had to move out and the time where the WRAN system would try to pull out this channel from the protected to the candidate channel list, that is the time during there would not be any need to sense this channel.  This would save on the out-of-band sensing.  Winston is to look at the interpretation in the FCC R&O and Apurva is to verify that this parameter is in line with the interpretation in section 9.
