2. Proposed Resolution
In Section 7.25 Group Resource Allocation of IEEE 802.22b Draft v1.0, the H-CPE is a controller of a group consisting of many L-CPEs. The H-CPE is similar with Legacy CPE of IEEE Std. 802.22-2011. The Legacy CPE could be fixed or portable Mode II device which should provide the access capability to the database. From the FCC 10-174, a fixed or Mode II personal/portable devices may select channels for operation itself from the list of available channels provided by a TV bands database. Thus the H-CPE, a controller of a group, should also have the access capability to the database, and provide its list of available channels to L-CPEs for operation on by the Mode I device.
Based on the description above, I suggest the proposed remedy as follows:
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The H-CPE is a controller of a group consisting of many L-

CPEs. The H-CPE is similar with Legacy CPE of IEEE Std.

802.22-2011. The Legacy CPE could be fixed or portable

Mode II device which should provide the access capability to

the database.
