Clarification and simplification of clause 7.7.4.1.3

The sentence “The current FID used with this IE shall be the Basic FID of the CPE.” is confusing and misleading. There is no FID in table 38 or in this control element. Like many other US_MAP control elements, the destination of this IE is determined by the SID field of this IE, not the FID.

We propose to simply delete this sentence.

In our work to create test vectors and testing an implementation for compliance to the base 802.22 standard, it was discovered that the treatment of the padding bits at the end of the downstream is incomplete and lacks flexibility. Modifications are proposed to sub-clause 7.4 of the IEEE Std. 802.22TM-2011to resolve this issue.
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
