The meeting took place on 2nd, 3rd and 6th November 2015. “Offline” drafting work shops were
held on 4th and 5th November.

Major activities during the meeting were:
- Discussion of how to better align the Standard with the ISO/IEC/IEEE 42010 viewpoint
approach.
- Discussion of how to gather use-case descriptions and to identify cross-domain stakeholder
concerns.
- Discussion of contributions to the Standard Draft and creation of new contributions.
-- Viewpoints addressed: communication, compliance, conceptual, functional, safety and
security viewpoint.
